2.0 Minutes of previous meeting:

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved.

3.0 Matters arising:

3.1 Catriona reported that there has been a further incident at Harland Street. A purple bottle bin had been emptied from the cycle track onto the road below.  Police have been informed.  A request has been made for CCTV cameras to be put into this area and all unwanted purple bins removed and a static bottle bank put in for the whole area.  A further request for the council to look at improved street lighting at Henrietta Street, Fore Street  entry point to the cycle track and the Harland Street  railway bridge.

3.2 Cycle Track:  There is no money to repair the cycle track.
3.3 Underpass at Primrose Court:  A programme of upgrading of underpasses throughout the city is planned and the upgrading of this underpass will happen in due course.
3.4 Whiteinch Burgh Hall:  Concern was expressed at the dilapidated state of this ‘C’ listed building.  Alan McWilliams attended the meeting to talk of his concerns as the Church is renting out the old Police Station which adjoins the Burgh Hall.  After some discussion it was agreed that the appearance would be greatly helped if the trees growing out of the building were removed and the front door painted.  Weeding the surrounding area would also make a difference.  Gillian reported that CSS are preparing an application to Partick West Area Committee to put up pictorial boards to cover the broken windows which would make a tremendous difference to that whole corner.  Cllr McLean agreed to contact City Properties to find out the exact status of the building.
Alan outlined the activities that they are involved in within the old Police Station building.  Gillian thanked him for his input.

3.5 Library Railings: Glasgow Life is responsible for the railings estimated costs for repair is £15,000 and replacement railings would cost £44,000.  Community Service will consider this as a project in spring.

3.7 Sommerfield Cottages:  The lights are now working under the trees.  Blue strip light in tower at Whiteinch Cross is not working.
