Approval of Minutes:

Minutes of previous meeting were approved.

Police Report:

No police in attendance. PC Andrew McGhee has indicated that he will attend our November meeting to explain a new police and community council initiative designed to provide an open forum so that local people can raise their concerns with the police
4.0: Stephen Egan LES:”Changes to the bin and bulk uplift collection service”
4.1 Bins Stephen told us that since the end of August Glasgow City Council has begun to introduce progressive changes which are designed to ensure that the city recycles enough to meet legal requirements and to avoid the need to pay very large sums in Landfill Tax if the %of total rubbish recycled does not meet the set targets. It is difficult for the city because of the large number of tenements whose bins are still of the old ash can type so the changes have started with back and front door and 4 in the block properties which use wheelie bins. Since 22nd August these householders have their blue recycling bins (which can now take cardboard) emptied one week and their green general rubbish bins emptied the next. Householders have a colour coded collection calendar which also says when brown and purple bins will be emptied. 
It is important that recycled bins are not contaminated with the wrong kind of waste as this can lead to a whole lorry load having to go to landfill instead of being recycled Householders are given lists of items which can go in each colour of bin. NB Tetra packs (Liquid boxes) and cartoons brown envelopes and yoghurt pots cannot be recycled. When the recycling bins are emptied the operative checks the contents for contamination, if the bin is contaminated it will be labelled as such and won’t be emptied. At the moment if the bin is full bags left beside it will be taken (side waste) but this will stop. .
4.2 WCC members expressed the following concerns:

1. Blue bins being missed at Inchlee St
2. The potential for the unlocked bins to be contaminated by passersby when put out at night ready for a morning up lift
Stephen advised that in the case of any problems the householder should ring 0141 287 9700 and pointed out that if a bin of the wrong colour is put out for emptying it will not be emptied
4.3 Bulk Uplift 
Changes are designed to prevent items being left on pavements for days at a time. No changes will be introduced at the moment for multi storey flats and tenements factored by housing associations.
 Since August back and front door and 4 in the block householders can ring and ask for specified bulk item to be taken away from the bin area of their property they will be given a day for the uplift which must be within 20 days of the phone call, but it is usually 5/6dys. Changes for private tenements are about to be introduced, bulk is to left by the bin shelters  and the city operatives will on receipt of a phone call take away the item, but only the item logged, anything else will be left . Most house hold items will be uplifted but not building materials. Up lift will continue to be free.
4.4 Food Waste this service will have to be in place by 2013. 
4.5 General Issues Raised:
1. Problems at Recycling Points on Squire St and Medwyn St. --- Clothing bins full-- unsatisfactory response from operating company when contacted by phone, bins emptied but unwanted material left on pathway. Recycling points acting as focus for leaving of rubbish.
2. Rubbish Collecting in surrounds of Burgh Hall
3. Rubbish not lifted from under Methil St Bridge in spite of being reported 
4. Pathway on Fore St between Methil St and Henrietta St not being kept clean
5. Top of Henrietta St (at Lane gates) and Methil St ( beside phone boxes and bus shelter) rubbish and broken glass left by street drinkers
6. Gully blocked at  Scotsoun Emporium reported but no action taken

7. Tree on corner of Inchlee St and Dumbarton Rd in need of pruning
8. Street light in Westland Drive Lane out-- reported no action taken
Mr Egan agreed to act on all the above issues

6.1 Area Committee---- meeting postponed

6.2 Community Councils’ Discussion Group---- Gillian reported that the meeting was very informative and noted the following points:
 
1. Mhari Miller for the Licensing Board told the Discussion Group that when a new license of any kind is applied for the presumption is in favour of the applicant. There are now 7 areas in the City (including Byres /Dumbarton Rds) where no further alcohol licenses will be granted due to over provision.  If a licensee is shown to be in breach of his license i.e. selling alcohol to minors the license can be suspended for a short period usually 2 weeks, this has proved very effective as it reduces income. The Licensing Board now has a website. 

2. The 2 ASCC reps reported on difficulties with this body, Glasgow is no longer paying its joint subscription. 


3. Private Rented Accommodation ---it was suggested that a city wide body be set up to look at the problems with private lets and to lobby for better 
control of the sector.
6.4 Fossil Grove Trust--- Neil reported that the Trust is considering the designs proposed for a new building.

7.2. 11/02025/DC Site at River Kelvin/Castlebank Street/Beith Street/Benalder Street. --Proposed non compliance with conditions 1c and d of existing permission granted by Scottish Ministers.

It was unanimously agreed to respond stating that in our view there is no valid reason to grant this application and to inform Partick West councillors and our MSP of this. Action
