Minutes of Whiteinch Community Council Meeting held in the Conference Room of Whiteinch Centre on Tuesday 22nd February 2011 at 7pm.

2.0 Minute of the previous meeting:

Minutes were approved.

3.0 Matters Arising:

3.1 Lighting at Whiteinch Cross still not fixed.

3.2 Street Lights – repaired.

3.3 Whiteinch Burgh/Town Hall: Community Safety is looking for another contractor to carry out façade work to the building.   Concern was expressed that the roof may no longer be safe.

3.4 Tesco: DRS Roads Planning section was contacted after our visit to the site and Sawmill Roundabout with Tesco reps.  Roads are not able to comment until a full planning application is received.  All objections need to be submitted in writing.

3.5 Upgrading underpass at Nature Trail: Upgrading may be in next years plan.

3.6 Potholes: GCC has increased its budget to deal with potholes and putting place better regulation.
3.7 Rats in Dumbarton Road properties: Litter from the hot food carry out shops seems to be the main problem acerbated by school kids throwing unwanted food on the ground.  Community Safety is going into schools.  It helps if the pavements are kept clean.  .Cllr Colleran suggested that the school students should be invited for ideas to help find a solution Gillian will contact Community Safety and Police.

3.8 Broomhill Sports Club proposal:  Have they considered using the Red Blaes pitches at St. Paul’s primary school?

3.9 Proposed Hustings for Holyrood elections:  It was pointed out that Whiteinch is no longer in the Kelvin Constituency and we are now part of the Anniesland Constituency. After discussion on the organisational task, finding suitable dates, venue, someone with the skill and know how to Chair the Hustings, it was agreed not to organise a Hustings event.

4.0 Reports:

4.1 Police crime figures from 21/01/2011 to 21/01/2011 with a 36% detection rate.
Assault 6; Theft by housebreaking 3; Theft of motor vehicle 3, Attempted theft of motor vehicle 1; Theft by shoplifting 3; Theft 10; Vandalism 5; Wilful fire-raising 1;

Breach of the peace 12; Drugs 1; Communication Act 1; Road traffic offences 6.  Total of 52 crimes reported 18 detected and 32 undetected.

4.2 Councillor Colleran:  Reported that plans are being drawn up for the Fossil Grove for the work that has been identified as necessary to the building and surrounding area.  The next Trustees meeting is on Thursday 24th February.
Consequences of last weeks budget meeting:  Household bin collections in front and back door properties will go to a fortnightly collection and re-cycle bins will be emptied fortnightly.  For tenement properties and flats there will be no change.  This is a cost saving exercise.  Bulk Uplift – this is being re-visited and items to be uplifted should be left out in backcourts and not on pavements.  Information and publicity on both these issues will be made available in due course.

4.3 Friends of Victoria Park:  Maisie reported that GCC has prepared a Heritage Trail for Victoria Park.  The environmental soft edge round the small pond (at ornamental bridges) has had first stage approval the second stage has to be approved and funded by Glasgow CC.

The Parks Manager has reported that he has received the trees for replanting in the park.  Due to the severe winter the re-planting programme is behind schedule, however, the roots will be dug out and the replacement trees planted as soon as possible.

A tender has gone out from GCC requesting contractors to cost the repair of the ornamental bridges.  There was a promise that the pond would be drained this winter but to date it has not happened.  FofVP have volunteered to clean up the pond.

4.4 Gillian and Elizabeth attended the Commonwealth Games meeting.  There will be no car parking at venues – travel to and from venues will be free on designated buses for ticket holders the organisers are looking for volunteers.  The games will last 11 days.

5.0 Planning and Licensing:

No planning applications.

6.0 Correspondence:

7.1 We received a request for funding/donation to a new Whiteinch Group called VIP
(Victoria Park Conservation Area - Involving People).  After discussion it was agreed that the VIP group should apply to GCC West Area Committee and other funders as WCC is not a grant funding organisation.  WCC may consider sponsoring a clean up or open day event through the Gala Fund.
