2.0 Minute of the previous meeting:
Correction to 4.2 should be changed to read “Councillors are in discussions regarding household bin collections in front and back door properties going on to a fortnightly collection and re-cycle bins to be emptied fortnightly.”  With this change the minutes were approved.

3.0 Matters Arising:

3.1 Lighting at Whiteinch Cross:  This lighting was put in place for the Millennium.  Discussions are ongoing about the repair of the lighting in the tower.

3.2 Whiteinch Burgh Hall: Meeting to discuss coloured boarding onto windows was cancelled.  A new date will be arranged.

3.3 Potholes: Most roads in the area need repair.  Gillian has sent a list into roads department.
3.4 Rats:  Cameras has been put down the drains and discovered an uncapped drain. Holes are appearing in the pavement where the rats come in and out.  Food spillage and litter are also adding to the problem.  Community Safety has been working with local primary school children and liaising with the Asst. Head Teacher at St. Thomas Aquinas.  Community Safety has also ordered more litter bins.

3.5 Broomhill Sports Club proposal:  Elizabeth reported that this item was discussed at Partick West Area Committee. Partick, Broomhill, Jordanhill, Claythorne and Thornwood Community Councils were against Broomhill’s proposal only Whiteinch Community Council supports the proposal in principle.

3.6 Re-cycle Bins for Glass:  3 new bins has been allocated at Harland Street, Scotstoun Street and Medwyn Street.

4.3 Neil reported that the Fossil Grove Trust met and they are organising in partnership with the Geological Society an Open Day on Saturday 16th April from 11 – 3.30pm.  There will be a marquee at the Fossil Grove – entry to the event will be free.
