Minutes of meeting held in the Conference Room, Whiteinch Centre on

Tuesday 28th September 2010 at 7pm

Stephen and Neil presented Elizabeth and Janet with flowers on behalf of WCC in memory of John their brother in law and an active member of WCC who died earlier this year.  Elizabeth accepted flowers on Janet’s behalf and thanked members of the CC for their kindness.
The Chair welcomed Catriona and Colin residents from Harland Cottages, Natasha as a future member of WCC and Jane from LES Community Action team to the meeting.

2.0 Minutes of previous meeting:

The minutes were approved.

3.0 Police Report:

Crime figures from 28/08/2010 to 28/09/2010 are as follows: - Assault 2; Police Assault 1; Indecent Assault 1; Theft by housebreaking 1; Attempted housebreaking OLP intent 1; Theft of motor vehicle; Theft from motor vehicle 2; Theft of pedal cycle 1; Theft of shoplifting 1; Attempt theft 1; Theft 11; Vandalism 5; Breach of the peace 4; Street drinking 1; Drunk and incapable 1; Drugs 4; Breach of Bail 3. 44 Crimes reported with a 43% detection rate.

Police planned action is being focussed on Henrietta Street and Dumbarton Road. The Chair raised the issue of the installation of gates along the length of Gleneagles lane which crosses Henrietta Street. Cllr Clay explained that installation had been delayed whilst clarification was sought about responsibility for their maintenance; he agreed to look into this.

The police team were informed that youths are still congregating on the Cycle Path particularly at Harland Street Bridge with youths throwing missiles at vehicles and passers-by. It was emphasised that all such incidents should be reported as they happen so that officers may be tasked accordingly. 











The residents from Harland Cottages explained to the Police the difficulties they have been having over the summer with anti-social noisy behaviour of neighbours. There are 3 properties with anti-social behaviour and it is believed that one is rented from a private landlord.  It was urged that the residents as well as keeping their own log of noise and time etc. report all incidents.   Elderly residents are reluctant to phone police or the City Council’s Noise Team.  Cllr Clay explained that there is a register of Landlords which allows incidents of antisocial behaviour by tenants to be reported, he agreed to act on behalf of the residents. The Police will report this situation at Partick.

5.11 Planters:  It was agreed that we would like 6 planters and 12 railing planter for next year.  Cllr Clay agreed to advise on how to book these.

Cllr Clay reported that a planning proposal has been received from Tesco and Harbour Development and that the planning consultation process of 12 weeks starts all over again.  There will be a presentation in Whiteinch Library on Tuesday 26th October between 11 and 8 of the proposed Tesco Supermarket development along South Street from the Sawmill roundabout to Byron Street (technically this is in Thornwood).  There are concerns about Retail impact, Environment, Parking and Traffic as well as how people who do not have a car going to get there.  After some discussion it was agreed to invite Tesco to our next CC meeting.
