Minutes of the meeting held in the Conference Room of Whiteinch Centre on Tuesday 29th June, at 7pm.

Before starting the meeting Gillian expressed our condolences to Elizabeth and Janet on the death of their brother-in-law John Kerr. 
John had been a long time member Whiteinch Community Council and had only in the past couple of years given up being the Treasurer.  He worked tirelessly for the whole community and he will be sadly missed.

2.0 Police Report: 

Crime Figures for Beat 41 for period 29/05/2010 to 29/06/2010 inclusive.  3 Breach of the Peace; 14 Thefts; 2 Drug Offences; 

3 Assaults; 1 House-breaking; 8 Vandalism; 1 Wilful Fire Raising; 4 Road Traffic Offences; 4 Street Drinking.  In total 62 crimes were reported.  The 14 thefts were mainly for shoplifting. There is an Action Plan to look at youth disorder through underage drinking on the
cycle path and nature trail 20 officers will be involved in this initiative. There is a new Inspector, Craig Linton, Sgt Cameron and Sgt Reid continue to be stationed at Partick should we need to contact them. 

The Curle Street High Flats was discussed and although the number of tenants attending the meeting with Police, Fire and 

Whiteinch & Scotstoun Housing Association, was low the situation at the high flats is much better than last month, there were no fires and 
less vandalism.  Notes from this meeting were circulated.  
3.0 Minutes of previous meeting:

The minutes were approved.

4.0 Matters Arising from previous minutes:

4.1 Potholes:  Some have been filled in.  Methil Street, Victoria Park Street and
 Bowling Green Road are all being re-surfaced. 
 It was agreed that at certain times of the day it was extremely difficult for people, particularly mothers with prams and small children, children with their bikes, trying to cross Westland Drive from Victoria Park at the junction with Victoria Park Drive North and Danes Drive and concern was expressed that there will be a serious accident.  It was agreed that we request that the Council looks at putting in a Zebra crossing.

4.2 Fly Tipping: This is still taking place at Jordan Street, Edzell Street and Squire Street, also the area at 870 South Street is covered in litter.  Cllr McLean agreed to look into this matter.

4.3 Fossil Grove:  WCC congratulated Neil Robertson who is now a member of the Board of Trustees.  There is publicity in the park for an event at the Fossil Grove on 3rd July.  Cllr McLean who is a Trustee did not know about this event and will look into this matter on our 
behalf.
Clarification was also sought on who is responsible for the Fossil Grove building and maintenance etc.

4.4 The Children’s play area maize is fenced off – what work is getting done to it?  Inflatable Village in the park – concern was expressed that council officers asked for WCC’s comments on the licensing application and then completely ignored our recommendations. It appears that there are people sleeping in a caravan and tent in the park during the time of the Inflatable Village.  They are sourcing water from where the bandstand used to be and causing a tripping hazard.  Is anyone from the Council monitoring this situation?  Cllr McLean will look into this and requested that Abigail send him a list of concerns.

4.5 Fore Street Bakery:  Scotstoun & Whiteinch Housing Association is still working with Utility companies and hopes to start work on the housing project in September.
4.6 Jordan Street Park:  Progress is being made and the opening event is planned for 14th August.  They are not sure if they are going
to engage the Gladiators Project or not.
4.7 Cycle Track: We have not received a reply regarding cracks in the cycle path.  The worst part of the cycle track is from the Harbour 
Development up to McHarg’s – the cycle track surface is not suitable, when it rains it goes into pools of water and pavements have not

been cleaned and are very dusty and stoorie.  Cllr McLean will take this up with the appropriate department.

4.8 Library Underpass:  It has been greatly improved – thanks to Glasgow City Council.

4.9 Tree removal:  In a Conservation area if a tree is removed it should be replaced.  The tree removal at 1228 Dumbarton Road is still under investigation.  Cllr McLean will chase this up.

5.1 Cllr McLean reported that the lights in front of Summerfield Cottages should soon be lit up soon.  A member asked what was happening regarding WCC request for planters in Whiteinch.  Another member asked when Mr De Jung’s plan for an Adult Gym in Victoria Park was going to take place.       Cllr McLean will look into these matters for us.

5.2 Friends of Victoria Park:  Abigail reported that they are developing a membership base.  A request has been made to meet with Mr R Booth to clarify certain issues as our questions regarding a formal tree planting schedule for the park, what is happening regarding the repair or replacement of the ornamental bridges, are not being answered.  LES and parks management have been terrible.  Cllr McLean suggested that FofVP write again to Mr Booth asking for a meeting copying in all the Councillors.         Action Abigail
Abigail also reported that she has a key for the notice boards but the Perspex has been vandalised and any information cannot be read. It was agreed that WCC will pay for new Perspex and get it fitted.

6.2 Inflatable Village at Victoria Park 26/06/07 – 27/07/10 Mon Sun 11.00am to 8.30pm.  Concern was expressed that the Council has ignored our recommendation that this village should be housed on the blaes pitches as where it is it has damaged some trees and will
cause damage to the grass and surrounding area when it is removed.
