2.0 Minutes of the previous meeting:

Minutes and note from meeting with Tesco representatives on Monday 13th December were approved.
3.0 Matters Arising:

3.1 Lighting at Summerfield Cottages:  The lighting is meant to be low ground level lighting.  Blue lights at Tower not working and still waiting to be repaired.

3.2 Dog Fouling: Unfortunately Whiteinch Centre has used up all the bags and they will not be replaced.

3.3 Street Lights out at St Paul’s and on Inchlee Street. NB When reporting faults to helpline remember to include the lamppost number.

3.4 Whiteinch Burgh/Town Hall: We received an email from Community Safety outlining various options.  It was agreed that we go with option which Planning favour which is covering the window with a board and putting a graphic of a window on it.  We also agreed to request that the graphic window is painted like stain glass and reflects Whiteinch i.e. Shipyards and Victoria Park.  In our communication with Community Safety we request that the trees growing on the building be removed, door painted and the signage for Dundas Builders Victoria View Houses for sale be removed.

4.0 Reports:

4.1 No Police report as there were no Police in attendance.

4.2 Cllr Clay reported that concerns had been expressed about grit cleaning from pavements and bins not being emptied due to extreme weather conditions.  He reported that the Council has a cleaning program and targets main thoroughfares areas schools and other pavements last.  It is a statutory requirement to empty dust bins but not a statutory requirement to empty re-cycling bins.

4.3 Requests to Cllr Clay:

Rats are back at 1221-1279 Dumbarton Road

Planters:  Whiteinch only received 1 Planter and request a fairer distribution of planters next year – some areas of the city had a lot more planters.  Wish list for planters: 1 at Whiteinch Centre, Planters on Central reservation on Expressway, on barriers at Westland Drive/Expressway and at end of Expressway and Dumbarton Road bordering Primrose Sheltered Housing Complex.

5.0 Presentation by Broomhill Sports Club:

5.1 Two representatives from Broomhill Sports Club put forward proposals to develop the Blaes Pitches in Victoria Park.  At present they have a membership of 700 children, participating football, hockey, netball, judo and dance.  It is a voluntary organisation run by parents and is self financing through subscriptions.  They have an open door policy and their constitution and finances can be seen on their website.  90% of the membership lives within a 10 minute walk of Victoria Park.  They train when they can at Victoria Park and hire pitches and other accommodation from education, i.e. from Hyndland School, Broomhill School, Glasgow Life and go to other authority areas to hire accommodation.  They would like to develop the Blaes Pitches to one and a half all weather pitches and are asking for WCC support.  Broomhill Sports Club has been in discussions with Glasgow City Council LES, made a presentation to GCC Park West Area Committee and has the support in principle from Friends of Victoria Park.  Allan and Stephen were thanked for their interesting presentation.
We discussed the matter and some members expressed grave concerns about the proposal.  As we had been asked by GCC Partick West Area Committee to discuss this matter and indicate our approval or not, it was agreed we should vote.  The vote was: 2 Against; 6 For and 2 Abstentions.  It was agreed to notify Partick West Area Committee and Broomhill Sports Club that we support the project in principle and that some members have reservations.
