Matters Arising:
3.1 Jordan Street Park. WCC Report: Neil attended a Seminar on Common Good. The seminar was organised by the Environmental Law Centre Scotland.  He was able to inform us that the 1975 Act allowed Common Good Lands and assets be transferred to Local Authorities.  Concern has been expressed that some Councils have been selling some of this land. The Environmental Law Centre will assist community groups to research on specific issues within environmental and planning law. “We define environmental law in a broad way – it includes areas such as nature conservation, water and air pollution, cultural and built heritage, transport and environmental impacts on human health”.  The Environmental Law Centre Scotland is a not for profit law centre and it aims to provide advice on all areas of law that affect the environment.
4.5  A discussion followed on the ownership of Whiteinch Centre and transfer from Glasgow City Council.  It was agreed we needed more information and this item should be put on the Agenda for the next meeting.
