· Jordan Street Park: Work should commence shortly on upgrading this park. See 

· Victoria Park:  Bridges across the pond are still closed off no date yet for work to 

· Railway Bridges: Work has started at the Bridges at Scotstoun Street and Edzell Street

· Parking in Whiteinch: Streamline Review (Traffic Regulations) Order 2009 is the only Order currently being considered in the are and proposes the following:-

· The introduction of waiting and loading restrictions at the junction of Dumbarton Road and Harland Street

· The introduction of a day time loading bay outside the public house at 1305 Dumbarton Road

· Removal of the limited waiting time restrictions in the lay-bys on Dumbarton Road outside nos. 926 to 944 and 1006 to 1048.  The normal consultation period of this Order is now finished

· Graffiti: In the underpass at Whiteinch Library has been reported to Clean Glasgow and the Police

· Police Report: From 1st May to 26th May crime figures are 41 crimes and 19 detections.  Youth disorder is a problem in the area.  If people witness youths or others committing disorder or a crime they should phone the police 532-5300.

· Planning and Licensing:

Hot Food Stall in Victoria Park – no objections
Soft Play area for vacant warehouse in South Street – no objections
Children’s Day Centre and Nursery currently using St. Paul’s Church Hall to expand into premises vacated by Nova Bathrooms on Dumbarton Road – no objections


· Boundary Clarifications: there are discussions going on about where community council boundaries should be as the present boundaries do not reflect peoples’ idea of where their communities are.  At present we represent areas to the west which people think of as being in Scotstoun, not Whiteinch and we do not represent the area from the Thornwood roundabout to the tunnel which is covered by the Thornwood Community Council. Primrose Court is in Scotstoun.  Whiteinch Community Council boundaries follow  those of Partick West council ward--- starting from the tunnel and going west as far as Harland Street and Harland Cottages, north including Westland Drive and Victoria Park Corner to the park boundary and including the park and south to the Clyde.  Whiteinch Community Council email address is: morgan.gillian@ymail.com
