Synopsis of Minutes of meeting held in the Conference Room at Whiteinch Centre on Tuesday 26th May 2009.

· Jordan Street Park: Work on this park is due to start in October .
· Play Area at Curle Street:  Work was scheduled to start in September but it has not yet started.
· Whiteinch & Scotstoun Housing Association: It was agreed to invite the Project Manager to attend our next meeting and update us on present and proposed housing projects.
· Victoria Park Management and Friends of Victoria Park: 


Concern has been raised concerning the park and its maintenance and the        use of the red blaes pitches.  A meeting was arranged with WCC to meet with Bert De Jong and the Parks Manager Adam Moffitt on Thursday 1st October to discuss all relevant issues. 
· Broomhill Sports Club have prepared a plan that would include leasing the red blaes pitches from Glasgow City Council, apply for grants to upgrade these pitches to all weather pitches.
· Friends of Victoria Park it was agreed that WCC would host a meeting with bordering Community Councils inviting anyone interested in helping to set up a Friends group.

· Police Report: Constable Munro reported that between the dates of 25/08/09 and 19/09/09 48 crimes were recorded.  Out of these 29 crimes were detected, overall detection rate of 60%.

· Cycle Path: It was reported to the Police that bottle and stone throwing is a problem for cyclists on the path.  It was suggested that perhaps there should be more police on bicycle patrols.

· Planning & Licensing Applications: 
· Tesco has applied for an alcohol and music licence for the Whiteinch Tesco Express Store from 10am to 10pm.  It was agreed that we would object on the grounds of overprovision and on failure to meet any of the 5 objectives under the new licensing legislation. 
· Soft play area on South Street was refused on the grounds that it was not in accordance with an industrial area.  
· Nova Bathroom change of use to Nursery no objections. 
· The Harbour Development Company are proposing to submit a new planning application for a supermarket site on the South Street site.  The developers have indicated that they are having talks with both Morrison’s and Sainsbury’s
